


Who is the target market?
To date, internet radio has been popular with expatriates (for 
example the 800k strong Polish community living in the U.K), 
and listeners with more diverse interests that are not adequately 
served by traditional radio. However this is a market segment with 
enormous growth potential with industry forecasts predicting 
volume sales of 10 million units in Europe by 2012. As broadband 
penetration levels accelerate and consumers increasingly look for 
compelling wireless products to hang off their connection, so the 
opportunities for internet audio increase. This is a product that 
unlike so many others delivers real, tangible customer benefits, 
from the extraordinary wealth of station content though to 
the excellent audio performance offered by the thousands of 
internet radio streams that use more modern audio codecs than 
those applied on DAB for example. And it’s a product that can 
be enjoyed not only by radio enthusiasts but by anyone with 
the remotest interest in broadening their cultural horizons by 
tapping into the rich seam of music, news, comedy, and current 
affairs from around the world.

Internet radio devices such as the Magicbox Clarus Plus 
also allow the user to tune in to ‘On Demand’ or ‘Listen 
again’ services. 
These are the radio equivalent of ‘video on demand’ 
and allow the listener to choose from a library of 
previously broadcast programmes. 
For example, it’s simplicity itself to access last week’s 
episode of ‘The Archers’  or to download the increasing 
number of podcasts available on the web. 
And if the radio in all it’s various guises isn’t sufficiently 
entertaining, the Clarus Plus also allows you to wirelessly 
stream all your music stored on your PC or laptop.
